Horse & Hound Pony Medal  

Open to Junior Riders who have not won a 3'6 or higher Medal Final in the last 3 years and  

may not cross enter in any division where the fences exceed 3’3” (exception: Junior Jumpers 

not exceeding 1.10m at the show). 

To be shown over a hunter course of fences (Small/Medium ponies to jump 2’, Large ponies 

to jump 2’6) with 2 tests included. Three (3) points qualifies for the Finals at the Murieta 

Autumn Classic (www.murietaautumnclassic.com)  in October. If 15 or more competed, 

points will be awarded 10-8-7-6-5-4-3-2;  if 5 or more competed, points will be awarded 7-5-

4-3-2-1; if only 4 competed, points will be awarded 5-3-2-1; if only 3 competed, points will 

be awarded 4-2-1; if only 2 competed, the points will be awarded 3-1. If a rider places in the 

class who has already qualified, the points will be awarded to the next placed rider. A 

minimum of two (2) riders are required to hold the class.  

Previous winners of the Horse & Hound Pony Finals are no longer eligible to compete.  

 

Horse & Hound Junior/Amateur Medal 3’ 

Open to all Junior/Amateur riders who have not won a 3'6 or higher Medal Final in the last 3 

years. Riders may not cross enter any class at the same competition with fences exceeding 

3’3” (exception: Jumper Classes not exceeding 1.25m).  

To be shown over a hunter or jumper course of 3’ fences with 2 tests included in the course. 

Five (5) points qualifies for the Finals at the Murieta Autumn Classic 

(www.murietaautumnclassic.com) in October. If 15 or more competed, points will be 

awarded 10-8-7-6-5-4-3-2; if 5 or more competed, points will be awarded 7-5-4-3-2-1; if 

only 4 competed, points will be awarded 5-3-2-1; if only 3 competed, points will be awarded 

4-2-1; if only 2 competed, the points will be awarded 3-1.  If a rider places in the class who 

has already qualified, the points will be awarded to the next placed rider. A minimum of two 

(2) riders are required to hold the class.  

Previous winners of the Horse & Hound Junior/Amateur Medal Finals are no longer eligible 

to compete.

Horse & Hound Pony Medal Finals 
 

Open to riders accumulating at least 3 points in the Horse & Hound Pony Medal qualifying 
class since the 2023 Finals. 
 

To be shown over two rounds of approx. 8 fences (Small/Medium to jump 2’ & Large to 
jump 2’6). Round 2 will include 2 tests as part of the course.  First round is a drawn order by 
qualifiers; Second round comes back in reverse score order low to high, and all qualifiers will 
ride both rounds and ribbons 1st thru 10th will be awarded at the completion of each 
round.  
 

The top 10 scores overall will ride for awards & ribbons.  Two judges will be used and scores 
announced after each round. Scores from both rounds will be averaged for a final score.  
 

Any rider(s) within 3 points of the top score will be required to work off. Work off, if any, to 
be determined by the judges.  
 

Junior Riders who have won a 3'6 Medal Final in the last 3 years are ineligible to compete. 

Riders may not cross enter any class with fences exceeding 3’3 (exception: Junior Jumpers 

not exceeding 1.10m at the Finals). 

 

Horse & Hound Junior/Amateur Medal Finals 
 

Open to riders accumulating at least 5 points in the Horse & Hound Junior/Amateur Medal 
qualifying class since the 2023 Finals. 
 

To be shown over two rounds of fences 3’ in height. Round 2 will include 2 tests as part of 
the course. First round is a drawn order by qualifiers; Second round comes back in reverse 
score order low to high, and all qualifiers will ride both rounds and ribbons 1st thru 10th will 
be awarded at the completion of each round.  
 

The top 10 scores overall will ride for awards & ribbons.  Two judges will be used and scores 
announced after each round. Scores from both rounds will be averaged for a final score.  
 

Any rider(s) within 3 points of the top score will be required to work off. Work off, if any, to 
be determined by the judges.  
 

Riders who have won a 3’6 Medal Final in the past 3 years are ineligible to compete. Riders 
may not cross enter any class with fences exceeding 3’3 (exception Jumper Classes not 
exceeding 1.25m at the finals).
